Meet Marshals will be on deck during warm-ups. 
 
Bullpen: A bullpen will be provided for all 10 & under swimmers.  All other swimmers shall report 

directly to their assigned lanes. 
 
Safety: CURRENT USA-S AND IES SAFETY GUIDELINES AND RULES WILL BE IN EFFECT 

AND STRICTLY ENFORCED. 
 
Facility:   Outdoor, 25 meters x 50 meters, 10 lanes 2.5 meters per lane, starting blocks at both 

ends of the pool. Starting blocks meet USAS height and water depth requirements at 
both ends.  Shallow end is 48Ó and the deep end is 72Ó.  Colorado timing system with 
touch pads at both ends of the pool. The pool does not have a lift.  The competition 
course has not been certified in accordance 104.2.2C(4). Considerable parking and 
handicap access is available plus grass seating for 600 plus spectators  

 
Rules: Current USAS rules will govern. The rules and procedures of IES also apply. The whistle 

start protocol and the no recall rule will be in effect. There is positive check-in for the 
1500 free and the IES scratch rule will be in effect for this deck-seeded event.  Any 
protests or questions concerning the outcome of an event shall be directed in writing to 
the Meet Referee by the team coach.  The referee will be the final authority for the 
conduct of the competition.  Coaches that have an athlete with a disability that requires 
accommodations to the starting procedure must notify the referee prior to the athleteÕs 
swim.  Coaches must be 2010 members of USAS or Swimming.  Proof of coaching 
certification must be produced on request at any time to the referee. Only swimmers, 
coaches, officials and meet workers are permitted in the deck area.  USMS swimmers will 
be seeded in the 15 and over events; they will not score in the events. 

 



 
 
 
Eligibility:   All age group/senior swimmers must currently be registered with USA Swimming. 

Athletes with a disability are welcome and are asked to provide advance notice of 
necessary accommodations. Age on the first day of the meet determines the age group 
to enter.  NO ON DECK REGISTRATION SHALL BE PERMITTED 

   
 
Entry Limit: All events are timed f inals.  Friday night participants may enter 1 event.  On Saturday 

and Sunday, swimmers may enter a maximum of four (4) individual events and one (1) 
relay per day. Time Trials will not count as one of the individual events.  Entries are 
limited to those teams which cause the total number of swimmers to be less than or equal 
to approximately 425 swimmers. 

 
 
The USA Swimming SWIMS database requires that ALL swimmer data, including results be 
correct before any meet data (swimmer t imes) will be loaded into the USA Swimming database.  If  
you know of any swimmer data that is NOT correct in the meet database please notify the Meet 
Referee as soon as possible.  The appropriate changes will be made.  The data will be sent to USA 
Swimming within 3 days of the meet.  Thanks for your cooperation. 
 
 
 
Entries:  Teams with Hy-Tek capability are strongly encouraged to submit a Commlink entry 

file (cfile1.c12) or by zipped e-mail file.  Entries that require manual time entry by PSA 
must be clearly legible.  PSA will make every effort to correctly enter manual times, but 
are not responsible for data entry errors due to illegible entries.  Hy-Tek Meet Manager 
Software will be used for the meet. SwimmersÕ date of birth and USA Swimming 
Registration numbers must be included. USMS swimmersÕ, who are not also members of 
USAS, will need to sign a release of liability form prior to entering the pool for warm-up or 
competition.  USMS swimmers shall report to the Clerk of Course to check in and verify 
submittal of the release form.

Timers:  Since we are a smaller club, we would appreciate assistance from anyone that is willing 
to help us with t iming.  We encourage each team to appoint a Òparent timing representativeÓ to 
organize timing assignments for those from their team willing to help out.  We ask the 
representative to report to the t iming table (under the announcer stand) 30 minutes prior to the 
start of the meet.  Timers get the best seat in the house, snacks, drinks, and a big THANK YOU! 
No Coach Present:  For unattached swimmers, or swimmers whose coach is not attending the meet, it is 
the swimmers responsibility to arrange for a certified coach to be responsible for the swimmer.  This must 
be done before the swimmer may enter the water for warm-ups or competition.  Please report to the Meet 
Director or the Meet Referee for warm up assignment. 
 
Time Trials: Time trials will be held at the conclusion of SaturdayÕs events for all age groups.  Time 

Trial cards must be turned in to the Clerk of Course with a $4.50 Fee prior to  
                          Event 34 on Saturday 
 
 
Check-in: Positive check-in is required by 5:30, Friday July 9th for the 1500 meter events. 
 The 1500 meter events will be swum fastest to slowest, alternating women and menÕs 

heats.  The event will be deck seeded and may be limited to the fastest 8 heats (4 heats 
of women and 4 heats of men) depending on the meet time line.  At the Meet RefereeÕs 
discretion, some of the heats may be swum as mixed gender.  Swimmers/Clubs are 
responsible for providing their own timers and counters. 

 
Pets: The aquatic center prohibits any pet inside the gates of pool area.  As a courtesy to 

others, PSA asks that spectators also refrain from bringing pets within any spectator 
area. 

 
Camping: RV camping will be allowed in the Eastern most parking lots only.  There are no hookups 

available.  Tent camping is only allowed on the athletic field immediately west of the 
Aquatic Center.  Portable toilets will be available in the RV and Tent camping areas.  
Showers will be available for campers from 7:00 am to end of current dayÕs meet.  No 
tents will be allowed in the spectator area. 

 
Aquatic Ctr: There is an aquatic center on the west side of the competition pool that includes a            

water slide and water play area.  This area is open from 12:00 pm to 8:00 pm and is 
separate from the competition area during meets.  It is operated by the Pendleton Parks 
and Recreation Department and a fee is charged.
